MLA Citation and Full Reference Guide
In-text citation for APA follows conventional rules in identifying a reference within a body of text. Below are several distinct rules to follow:
In-Text Citation – This is when an author’s name is used in the text of a sentence. At the end of the sentence, in parentheses ( ), is the page number where the information was found.
Example:
When it comes to technology, King states that we “need to be comfortable enough with technology tools and services that we can help point our patrons in the right direction, even if we aren’t intimately familiar with how the device works” (11).
Parenthetical Citation – This is when a citation is created when the author’s name is NOT in the sentence. Instead, the author’s name is in parentheses after the sentence, and includes the page number.
Example:
When it comes to technology, we “need to be comfortable enough with technology tools and services that we can help point our patrons in the right direction, even if we aren’t intimately familiar with how the device works” (King 11).

Full Reference - Every source used as in-text citation must include a full reference at the end of the work to track the original source.
Example:
King, David Lee. “Why Stay on Top of Technology Trends?” Library Technology Reports, vol. 54, no. 2, Feb.-Mar. 2018, ezproxy.nypl.org/login?url=//search-proquest-com.i.ezproxy.nypl.org/docview/2008817033?accountid=35635.

IN-TEXT CITATION

A shortreference to a source that is found within the text of a paper. It often includes the author or ttle of
the work, and the page number(s) the information is found on.

There are 2 types: Citation in prose and parenthetical.

Citation in prose example: Parenthetical example:

FULL REFERENCE/WORKS CITED CITATION

Every source cited using an in-text citation has a full reference in the Works Cited list (at the end of a
document). The Waorks Cited list inciudes detailed information about the source, enough for any reader to
locate the original work. It usually includes the auihor's ull name, source’s title, versions or numbers, date
published, publisher, location, and other relevant information.
